Dear Friends,

I had the good fortune recently of spending time
with one of my former students, a member of the
first Confirmation Class I taught back in Boston
shortly after my ordination. We caught up on family
news and professional achievements, and then, to
my amazement, he recited back to me lessons I had

presented to him and his tenth-grade classmates almost 25 years ago! I was
humbled to discover that I had left such a lasting impression on a high
school kid who certainly had many other things on his mind. It was proof
of  the advice my own teacher had shared during my rabbinic training: "You
never know when you will reach a student in a way that will change his/her
life."

The power of a rabbi's words can touch listeners of all ages. Adults my own
age or older will occasionally refer to a message I put in a sermon five or ten
or twenty years earlier. Often times, I barely remember the sermon myself,
and never do I expect that what I said from the bimah will be recalled a few
weeks, let alone decades, later. But those rare times when someone lets me
know they have retained words I shared with them caution me to be careful
at all times in what I write and what I say.

To be sure, most of the 1,000-plus sermons I have delivered in my career
were instantly forgettable, and at least a few were downright regrettable. So,
too, the hundreds upon hundreds of remarks I've made to students of all
ages add up at best to the equivalent of a decent magazine article or maybe a
slim booklet. But evidently, the sheer quantity of my communications
sometimes produces, for the one person who most needs to hear it, an actual
memorable gem. I might never know which message got to which listener in
precisely which way, but I don't need to know. Just the opportunity to
address an attentive group on a regular basis is a great reward in and of
itself.

A few years after my rabbinic ordination, around the time I was teaching
that Confirmation Class, a gentleman three times my age took me aside and,
grasping my right hand with an iron grip, offered me words that were as
much a warning as they were advice. He looked me straight in the eye and

declared, "You will never know what burdens people carry with them into
the synagogue. Be careful with them." At the time, I thought he was only
referring to my sermons, and I took it to be an admonition not to badger or
criticize or insult my congregants. But in the decades since, I have learned
that his words apply to everything I express -- in lectures, in meetings, in
phone calls, in Oneg Shabbat chitchat, and nowadays, even in e-mails. I am
blessed and cursed with a role that magnifies the power of everything I say.
The right word at the right time can offer help, or healing, or hope. The
wrong word, uttered in haste or bad humor, can cause lasting hurt. I wonder
if  the many wounds I inflict outnumber the rare memories I inspire. I know
the harm carries more weight.

I hope you will let me know if  any of the noise I generate bothers you. It
would save me the embarrassment of carrying on in the same fashion with
you or with others. And I hope if you found a gem in there somewhere, you
will share it -- not with me, but with someone you encounter who might
need to hear it as you did. You don't have to tell them you heard it from me
-- if  it's a good one, I probably got it from somebody else anyway!
