Dear Friends,

Now that we're off  and running with a New
Year, there are some indispensible pieces of gear
every B'rith Shalom home ought to have. At the
top of the list is a Jewish calendar. I always
enjoy paging through the new calendar to get an
idea of what my year is going to be like. Is
Pesach in March or April this year? How many
of  the holidays fall on Shabbat? How big a

spread is there between the Diaspora dates and the Israeli version? This is
important in a Union for Reform Judaism congregation, because our
holidays last one day as in Israel, but most calendars for sale in America will
tack on the extra days in Sukkot, Simchat Torah, Pesach, and Shavuot. Our
Sisterhood Gift Shop has some nice calendars, or you can grab a supermar-
ket freebie next time you're at the temple.

The next item for your home is on the way - it's the latest Temple B'rith
Shalom membership directory. As you can imagine, mine gets a lot of use,
and I hope yours does, too. One of our congregation's greatest strengths is
our sharing through personal and social connections. Our directory not only
helps us stay in touch, it symbolizes the long-standing attitude of caring and
concern that has sustained us through thick and thin. It's how our volun-
teers find you, and it's how you reach out to new friends and to familiar
fellow congregants.
For the third item indispensible to a Jewish home, it's a tie between Candles
and a Cookbook. Shabbat candles, yahrtzeit candles and Chanukah candles
are so much a part of  Jewish life that even the supermarkets sell them. The
local chains are less successful at stocking the kinds of seasonal foods we
buy for holiday meals, so that's where the cookbook comes in. The home is
the center of Jewish life, and the dining table is the heart of  the home.
Preparing a traditional recipe is a link to our past and to other Jewish
households. A simple side dish of kugel or kasha turns a meal into a dinner,
and the presence of two festival candles on the table turns dinner into a
feast.

No home is complete without a Tzedaka box, also known as a Pushke.
Whether it's the old blue and white Jewish National Fund coin can, or an
artistic update, we need a visual reminder to share what we can for a good

And
since our temple is like a home to us, its doors are also adorned with this
ancient symbol. Later this month, our Religious School students will help
inspect our mezuzot, and the one out front will be reattached at a lower,
more accessible level. Again, the Sisterhood Gift Shop has many mezuzot
(and more importantly, the handwritten parchment Klafs) for you to choose
from.
I would be happy to guide you as you fill your home with the items that
bring Judaism alive. May they fill your home with warmth, sustain you, and
strengthen your link with our people and our heritage.
